DESCRIPTION OF  
THE PTC EXECUTIVE BOARD 

 
President:  The President shall preside at all meetings of the PTC Board; and General Assembly and will 

perform other duties pertaining to this office.  The President is a non-voting Executive Board member, except 
in such cases of a tie vote, and shall serve as an ex-officio member of all committees.  The President will 
approve all correspondence sent out in the name of PTC and represent the PTC as needed.  The President will 

recommend subsequent Committee positions as deemed necessary and will hold meetings as necessary with 
committee chairs.  The President is a non-voting member of the School Committee and shall attend all meet-
ings of the School Committee. 
 

Past President/Parliamentarian:  The immediate Past President shall be a voting member of the Executive 

Board, shall act as advisor; shall serve as parliamentarian and shall serve as the PTC representative on the 
Board of Directors for the schoolõs Endowment Fund. 
 

Vice President of Fundraising: The Vice President of Fundraising (referred to hereafter as VP of Fundrais-
ing) shall be a voting member of the Executive Board and manages and coordinates all fundraising activities 
on behalf of PTC.  The VP of Fundraising will coordinate the fundraising calendar for the school year with the 

input of the Executive Board, school administration and church office.  The VP of Fundraising oversees and 
coordinates all fundraising / charitable programs for the school year by implementing, at their discretion, a 
Fundraising Committee to oversee the specific activities to be slated.  These activities can possibly include at 

the committeeõs discretion the Annual Auction, Deck The Tables, Fall Carnival, Angel of Giving, Free Money 
Programs, Booster Club, Development / Grants Recommendations and miscellaneous endeavors for church/
school partnerships.  The VP of Fundraising oversees budgeting and reporting for each program, will attend 

all fundraising events when possible and will report all activities of the fundraising committee at each PTC 
meeting.  
 

Vice President of Hospitality:   The Vice President of Hospitality (hereinafter referred to as VP of Hospital-

ity) shall be a voting member of the Executive Board and coordinates all activities open for participation to 
the general membership of the PTC. The VP of Hospitality oversees and coordinates all school and parish 
family events for the school year by implementing, at their discretion, a Hospitality Committee with members 

of the committee designated to oversee the specific activities to be slated.  These activities can possibly 
include at the committeeõs discretion the Boohoo Yahoo Party, Back to School Party, Grandparents Days, 
Bingo For Books, PSIA, Zoo Day and the End of School Party.  The VP of Hospitality oversees volunteers, budg-

eting and reporting for each program, will attend all events when possible and will report all activities of the 
Hospitality Committee at each PTC meeting.  
 

Vice President of Service:   The Vice President of Service (hereinafter referred to as VP of Service) shall 
be a voting member of the Executive Board and coordinates all activities organized specifically for apprecia-
tion of family and staff members of St. Vincentõs School.  The VP of Service oversees and coordinates service 

events for the school year by implementing, at their discretion, a Service Committee with members of the 
committee designated to oversee the specific activities to be slated.  These activities can possibly include at 
the committeeõs discretion the Back to School Breakfast for Teachers, the Christmas Staff Luncheon, the 

Spring Staff Luncheon, the End-of-School Teacher Send Off Luncheon, the Monthly Teacher Gift program, St. 
Lucia Day/St. Nicholas Day, Pies 4 Teachers and Grab & Go Breakfast Day.  The VP of Service oversees volun-
teers, budgeting and reporting for each program, will attend all events when possible and will report all 

activities of the Service Committee at each PTC meeting.  



Secretary: The Secretary will be responsible for maintaining all records, including official minutes for the 
Executive and Board meetings and General Assemble meetings.  The Secretary will provide email correspon-

dence to all Executive Board members as requested by the President and Vice Presidents.  
 

Treasurer: The Treasurer will have transitional custody of all funds of the PTC; will keep a full and accurate 
account of receipts and expenditures; and will make disbursements as authorized by the Board.  The Treas-

urer will present a financial statement at PTC Board Meetings.  The Treasurerõs accounts will be examined in 
conjunction with school audits.   
 

Room Parent Coordinator:  Coordinates various activities during the school year with the Room Parents as 
well as meeting regularly with Room Parents to ensure communication between Room Parents and Board and 
communicates information from Board to Room Parents as needed.  The Room Parent Coordinator serves as 

the Chair of Class Projects on the Auction Committee.   
 

Administration Representative:  The Administration Representative attends monthly PTC meetings, commu-
nicates with the parents, teachers and staff as necessary throughout the school year generally via e-mail, 

supports and attends PTC events, is a member of SVS staff and is a voting PTC Board member. 
 

School Committee Representative:  The School Committee Representative attends monthly PTC meetings, 

communicates with the School Committee as necessary, is a member of the School Committee and is a voting 
PTC Board member. 
 

Middle School Representative:  The Middle School Representative attends the monthly PTC meetings, is a 

member of the Middle School staff/administration or a Middle School parent, serves as the primary source 
of communication with the Middle School families and is a voting PTC Board Member.  
 

 Church Representative:  The Church Representative attends the monthly PTC meetings, is a member of St. 
Vincentõs Cathedral serves as the primary source of communication between the PTC Board and church, and 
is a voting PTC Board member.   
 

Alumni Coordinator:  The Alumni Coordinator attends the monthly PTC meetings, serves as the primary 
source of information for SVS alumni, serves as primary source of communication with SVS alumni, commu-
nicates PTC events to alums, solicits support for PTC events when appropriate and is a voting PTC Board 

member. 
 

Teacher Coordinator:  The Teacher Coordinator represents teachers and staff, communicates teacher 

ideas and concerns, keeps teachers informed on actions of the Board, serves as primary source of commu-
nication to teachers and staff, and is a voting PTC Board member. 
 

Publicity Chair:  Responsible for coordinating all activities to support the promotion of PTC programs, spe-

cial events fundraising efforts, and monthly meetings.  Responsible for updating PTC information boards, 
preparing flyers and promotional pieces as requested by President and Vice-Presidents as needed.
